USAID Makanati Women Economic Empowerment Activity is seeking technical and price 
proposals from eligible HR firms to support USAID Makanati’s implementation of HR-related 
activities and contribute to the development, enhancement, and implementation of initiatives, 
programs, policies, procedures policies that enhance women's participation, and access to 
leadership positions (leading to more gender inclusive workspaces), in addition to practices 
that foster a diverse and inclusive work environment within partner private and public sector 
stakeholders. 
 
Nathan, a Cadmus Company (Nathan) is a subcontractor to EnCompass LLC under the U.S. 
Agency for International Development-funded Makanati Women’s Economic Empowerment 
and Leadership Activity in Jordan.

BACKGROUND 
 
The USAID Makanati Women Economic Empowerment and leadership Activity will use a 
Champions of Change approach to work with private sector firms, the government, 
community-based organizations (CBOs), and other high-level stakeholders to create an 
enabling environment for women to undertake waged employment in the private sector in 
Jordan. To that end, USAID Makanati will work with partners and stakeholders to encourage 
women to consider career choices in high-growth, priority sectors and promote the 
recruitment, retention, and advancement of women in Jordan’s labor force. Using a targeted 
sector and regional focus, USAID Makanati will seek to increase women’s access to the job 
market and demand-driven job skills and leadership training that responds to market needs. 
USAID Makanati will also identify and address policy gaps, workplace inequalities and 
prohibitive social norms, and traditions to support an equitable and inclusive workforce 
enabling environment. 
 
The purpose of USAID Makanati is to contribute to increasing women’s access to waged 
employment and leadership opportunities in Jordan. This will be done through three 
interlinked and equally important objectives: 

• Improving women's access to jobs in the private sector and leadership opportunities 
in the private and public sectors; 

• Improving supported perceptions, practices, and advocacy; and  

• Stimulating and fostering more equitable, safe, and accessible working environments.  

 
USAID Makanati’s goal is to establish pathways through which social change and economic 
opportunities lead to a systemic shift from women’s exclusion to inclusion in market systems 
and increase women’s economic participation in the private sector. This holistic approach will 
bridge the gap between women’s and men’s inclusion in the workforce and, overall, will 
contribute to inclusive economic growth in Jordan.  

USAID Makanati is implemented by EnCompass LLC in partnership with Nathan Associates, 
Integrated International, and JoWomenomics. 

 

Makanati Values 
 

Women’s workforce participation at all levels also offers benefits to businesses. By increasing 
the number of women in the workforce, companies can expand their pool of talent and 
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contribute to supporting women's economic independence and financial stability. It also 
diversifies management and leadership styles, leads to better understanding of market 
opportunities, and results in increased innovation and creativity. Further, firms which are 
more gender diverse are typically more successful; according to the IFC, gender diverse firms 
experience more than 2% higher return on assets than firms without women. Women’s 
participation on boards and in senior management is associated with improved profitability 
and risk profile. Company policies which support equal opportunities for men and women 
can also drive cost savings through increased retention and reduced turnover.  

Yet, women remain underrepresented in Jordan’s workforce and thus, companies (and the 
economy as a whole) have not yet realized these benefits. To support companies in realizing 
these benefits, USAID Makanati has established four keys that it will support the private 
sector (amongst others) in implementing. The following Makanati Values support dignified 
and rewarding economic participation and employment of women in the private sector as 
well as professional leadership opportunities in both the private and public sectors: 

• Value 1 Recognize: to diagnose, understand, and acknowledge the socio-cultural, 
economic, business and market-related opportunities, motives, and barriers facing 
women in employment, professional leadership or seeking to be economically active.  

• Value 2 Communicate: to speak up, empower, and support women in employment, 
professional leadership or seeking to be economically active, especially in the private 
sector.  

• Value 3 Act: to take concrete steps toward supporting an enabling and empowering 
environment that contributes to waged, rewarding, and dignified employment and 
career progression for women.  

• Value 4 Inspire: to promote the voices of role models, positive deviants, women 
leaders, and male champions networks, especially young activists, to build 
community, family, and employers’ support for women’s employment, economic 
participation, and professional leadership.   

Human Resources (HR) has a critical role in ensuring gender diversity, equality, and inclusion 
in the workplace. Whether it be HR teams, structures, programs, initiatives, or policies, all are 
significant factors of establishing workplace culture and shaping employees’ work experience 
and career development. Effective HR practices can set the tone of a company or organization, 
demonstrate commitment, and enable companies and organizations to achieve gender 
equality in action. 

 

Purpose Statement 
 

USAID Makanati is soliciting proposals from Jordanian HR firms to support USAID 
Makanati’s implementation of HR-related activities and contribute to the development, 
enhancement, and implementation of initiatives, programs, policies, procedures policies that 
enhance women's participation and access to leadership positions (leading to more gender 
inclusive workspaces) in addition to practices that foster a diverse and inclusive work 
environment within partner private and public sector stakeholders. 
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The overall objective of this assignment is to provide integral human resources technical 
support, advice, and guidance as well as support to HR-related activities under USAID 
Makanati’s partnerships and grants. The HR firm should be able to meet the partners where 
they are, i.e., from partners that are just beginning to scale up or formalize HR structures or 
policies, to partners that have HR structures and policies in place yet require support with HR 
related matters.  

 

Activity Overview  
 

In Jordan, micro, small, and medium enterprises (MSMEs) are vital to the country’s social and 
economic development. They represent the economy’s engines of growth and employment, 
or at least, hold the greatest potential for growth and innovation – but only little is known 
about them. In numbers, MSMEs comprise 98.5% of the total number of registered business 
enterprises and 60% of formal jobs in Jordan. Most of the employment in Jordan is in MSMEs. 
These firms operate with very few resources and without robust human resource or 
management systems in places that support safe or inclusive working environments.  

The Government of Jordan has committed itself to ambitious strategies for national and local 
economic growth and engaging women is critical for achieving sustained, equitable, and 
inclusive economic development. At the same time, there are many potential benefits to 
employers that they may not be aware of to support employment drives that would include 
having an HR system that supports women inclusion and equality in the workplace. One of 
the biggest barriers that women face when seeking to engage in the labor market are 
unsupportive societal and cultural expectations and traditions. Furthermore, safe 
transportation and childcare services hinder women from pursuing job opportunities. Social 
conditioning of gender roles has created pervasive stereotypes about women in the 
workplace. Research has demonstrated that cultural perceptions to work and family balance 
is perceived as the main challenge to labor market participation for women. Addressing these 
barriers is therefore a priority for USAID Makanati.  

Only 21% of public companies in Jordan have women in senior leadership positions. This 
limitation to pathways to women's leadership disadvantages private sector firms in several 
ways. Research has demonstrated that diversity of leadership teams or corporate boards is 
directly related to innovation and competitiveness. Lack of diversity in leadership hinders 
companies from attracting female talent at lower levels of the organization and discourages 
female employees from seeking career advancement.  

 

Scope of work  
 

The provision of services will be comprised of various tasks for types of services listed below.  
The proposal must align to these service areas listed below, and offerors must clearly identify 
those areas where services may be offered, including the cost of individual services in the 
financial proposal.  It is important to note that the private and public sector partners are 
identified by USAID Makanati and the successful offeror will be assigned to work with them 
directly under USAID Makanati’s direction. This could include both providing several of 
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these services to one or more partners or providing one specific service to several private 
sector partners, including Business Associations from USAID Makanati’s targeted sectors, 
including tourism (i.e. Jordan Hotel Association (JHA), Jordan Restaurant Association (JRA), 
the manufacturing sector (i.e. Jordan Chamber of Industry (JCI), Amman Chamber of Industry 
(ACI), Zarqa Chamber of Industry (ZCI), Irbid Chamber of Industry (ICI), as well as the 
transport and logistics sector, the arts and creative media sector, and the Ministry of Labor – 
satellite units). The total number of private sector entities that would be served under this 
assignment and by the forementioned Associations would vary between 80-100 firms.  

Proposed activities could support HR initiatives including but not limited to the review and 
development of HR structures, HR systems, HR practices, policies, and initiatives (that 
promote gender equality, equity, and inclusion as well as creating an enabling 
environment for women), and HR teams that are suitable for the private sector and that 
promote safety, equality, diversity, and inclusion in the workplace. These systems could 
include standard operating procedures for HR and management as well as materials to help 
private sector owners understand their legal obligations to foster inclusive environments.  

 

Specific Objective and Key Responsibilities 
 
As mentioned previously, the Makanati Values for the Private Sector initiative aligns with 
the goals of promoting gender equality and improving women's access to employment 
opportunities. It aims to create supportive environments where women have increased 
access and thrive in the workplace through human resources strategic functions. Therefore, 
it is essential to consider the initiative holistically and through two main pillars:   

• Pillar No.1: HR Structure   
• Pillar No.2: HR (Human Resources) Professionals -Advocates and Change Agents 

 
Implementing Companies / Entities  
 
Prior to describing the pillars, it is important to point out that the targeted associations serve 
their members, therefore companies and entities participating in this program will range in 
size (MSMEs to large firms). The HR firm will need to be agile and flexible in its 
implementation of the pillars. Upon implementation of the related HR structures and systems, 
it should take into consideration the following:  
 
For Medium to Large sized companies: Most medium-sized to large-sized companies have 
dedicated HR teams on the ground. Such companies also possess an initial understanding of 
the importance of HR teams and are also aware of the importance of HR initiatives, policies, 
and programs within organizations. These companies have management teams that may be 
informed of the Makanati Values for the Private Sector Program in its entirety and hence all 
activities by the HR Firm and through their association will be expected and welcomed. This 
does not mean that communication should not occur on a regular basis with management 
teams and as per each pillar and its corresponding deliverables mentioned below.   
 
For Micro and Small Businesses: These entities are likely to operate without a dedicated HR 
team and maintain a modest workforce. Such entities will need more customized and small-
scale changes within its operations and in matters that relate to the overall scope of this 
program and that is also aligned and consistent with its values. Thus, it is crucial that the 
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approach implemented for such entities is one that aims to understand the operational 
dynamics and specific challenges and then works on developing customized 
recommendations inspired by the program's pillars. The focus should be on proposing 
practical and impactful changes that are attainable within their context. The approach with 
these entities will be different and tailored action plans are needed. The HR Firm should 
support the established HR units within the associations to conduct onsite inspections and 
visits and accordingly make recommendations inspired by the following pillars yet not 
necessarily implementing all action items and deliverables under these pillars. The HR Firm 
must also align with the business associations that are linked to such businesses. Examples of 
outcomes and deliverables for such entities might include: 
 

• Establish initial HR policies and procedures tailored to their scale. 
• Establish an HR authority matrix connecting the business association with their 

members. 
• Establish a zero-tolerance policy for any form of discrimination or harassment and 

create a feedback mechanism for employees to report any instances of discrimination, 
bias, or discomfort in alignment with the latest gender sensitive internal bylaw issued 
by the Ministry of Labor. 

• Support in designing HR Recruitment policy that actively pursues a diverse talent pool 
when recruiting, with a focus on enhancing overall diversity and inclusion.  

• Provide comprehensive training and Training of Trainers (ToT) for the HR units to be 
able to serve their member recruiters to recognize and mitigate unconscious bias 
during the interviewing and selection processes. 

• Improve career counselling knowledge and expertise of the HR supervisors to support 
further career path development and advancement. 

• Provide continuous reporting updates to USAID Makanati’s team.   
 

 
Pillar 1: HR Structure  
The first pillar will focus on HR Structure. In alignment with USAID Makanati’s Values, it is 
important to analyze and understand how the HR function is structured and whether there is 
an HR structure in place to begin with. In most cases with the project partners (business 
associations), the HR unit will be established, thus it is important depending on the size of the 
entity to either create/review the HR structure or create HR practices utilizing existing teams. 
In cases where there is an HR structure in place, it is important to review the design of the HR 
structure and propose changes that are aligned with the program’s objectives and values. The 
services provided will depend on the current HR structures already in place. 

The review of the HR structure will also include titles’ identification and job descriptions for 
each of the identified roles. The HR structure review and design will also apply to business 
associations as these HR units will be considered as centers of excellence for the businesses 
that are members of these associations.   

Accordingly, the HR Firm is requested to assess, review, and design HR structures and all 
related items as mentioned in the following table:

Pillar 2: HR Professionals -Advocates and Change Agents  
HR professionals and HR departments hold a vital responsibility as the custodians of an 
organization's most valuable asset- its people. Their role as catalysts for change makes them a 
critical pillar in the change management process. One of their key functions is to design and 
implement organizational values, which in turn shape the organizational culture. This role 
also extends to fostering diversity within the organization, ensuring that the culture is 
inclusive and supportive of female talents, enabling them to access the workforce, grow, and 
thrive within their organizations. 

To fulfill this role effectively, it becomes essential to evaluate the skills and knowledge levels 
of current HR professionals. Identifying any gaps will enable the organization to provide 
targeted training and development to equip HR professionals with the necessary skills to 
continuously nurture a culture that encourages and supports women career development. 
This includes implementing key HR practices, policies, and programs that promote diversity, 
equality, and growth within the organization. By investing in the development of HR 
professionals, the organization can pave the way for a more inclusive and empowering 
workplace environment. 

It is also important to highlight that all HR activities must take into consideration diversity, 
inclusion, and women empowerment aspects. HR practices and strategies must be inclusive, 
equitable, and promote diversity and women’s empowerment, and HR staff and association 
members should be trained on how to effectively work with diverse and underrepresented 
groups. 

The following deliverables will be tailored for entities with limited HR or multi-functional 
personnel, offering adaptable solutions to meet the requirements of companies of varying 
sizes. Under the HR Professionals Pillar, the following deliverables will be achieved:

You can get a Unique Entity ID (SAM) for your organization without having to complete a full 
entity registration. If you only conduct certain types of transactions, such as reporting as a sub-
awardee, you may not need to complete an entity registration. Your entity may only need a 
Unique Entity ID (SAM).  

 

If you want to only get a Unique Entity ID (SAM) and do not want to complete a full entity 
registration in SAM.gov, choose one of the following sections that best describes your 
entity:  

 

Your entity has a DUNS Number and is registered in SAM.gov  

If you have an active or inactive registration in SAM.gov today, you’ve already been assigned a 
Unique Entity ID (SAM). It’s viewable on your entity registration record in SAM.gov. Learn 
how to view your Unique Entity ID (SAM) here.  

 

Your entity has a DUNS Number and is not registered in SAM.gov  

If you currently have a DUNS Number, only need to get a Unique Entity ID (SAM), and do not 
want to complete a full entity registration in SAM.gov, follow these steps to get a Unique Entity

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Your entity does not have a DUNS Number and today’s date is before April 4, 2022  
Before April 4, 2022, the DUNS Number issued by Dun & Bradstreet is the authoritative entity 
identifier used by the federal government. You need to get a DUNS Number first before you 
can request a Unique Entity ID (SAM).  
Go to fedgov.dnb.com/webform to request a free DUNS Number. It can take 1-2 business days 
before your DUNS Number is issued. When you are assigned your DUNS Number, return to 
SAM.gov and follow the steps outlined under the “Your entity has a DUNS Number and is not 
registered in SAM.gov” section of this guide.
